Dear Parishioners:

This Sunday, as we celebrate the Fifth Sunday in the Season of Easter, Jesus says in today’s Gospel:
“I give you a new commandment: love one another. As I have loved you, so you also should love one another.

This is how all will know that you are my disciples, if you have love for one another” (John 13:34-35).
Please keep this in mind as I write to you about the 2019 Bishop’s Annual Appeal (BAA).

As we gather together in prayers and worship as a community of the faithful, we see that some persons in our own 
parish need our assistance provided through the BAA. Broaden this now to the 23-county Diocese of Columbus. Through 
our prayerful service to persons here and throughout the Diocese. we will become more dedicated Disciples of Christ, 
remembering that as brother and sisters in Christ Jesus, we are called to love and serve one another, for though we are 
many we are one body – one body in Christ.  As I and other priests say at the end of Mass, “Let us go in peace to love and 
serve the Lord and one another.”  And, of course, at the core of our actions is to imitate Christ in thought, word and deed. 
Everything that Christ did, and still does, is based on love. Can we please imitate Christ’s love for others by supporting 
the works of the Bishop’s Annual Appeal?  

And so I ask that each of us put the living Word of scripture into action. Please support this year’s Bishop’s Annual Appeal 
with a gift to help, in your name, provide education and formation of our seminarians – three of whom are from our 
Cathedral parish – and one, Deacon Christopher Yakkel of our Cathedral Parish, will be ordained a priest for our Diocese 
here at the Cathedral next Saturday! Your BAA gift lovingly assists in charity to the poor and the elderly and those on the 
margins of our society, educate our children and grandchildren in the faith of Christ, and carry on our shared mission of 
the Church in our Diocese.

The 2019 BAA goal for our Cathedral parish is $53,293.14; I would like to add $50,000 to that goal for a total of $103,293.14 
with these additional proceeds going to make our Cathedral more accessible for persons with disabilities by replacing 
the two courtyard exterior doors that lead to the elevator and motorize them so that, at a push of a button, persons in 
wheelchairs and who need additional help gaining access to the Cathedral, can do so safely and with ease. (FYI, in about 
one month, the renovation work on our two public restrooms located in the Undercroft will get underway; these will 
also be made more accessible, along with baby changing stations in each restroom. The much-needed work is being 
done as a result of your BAA donations last year.)

I ask that you prayerfully consider giving $1 per day for a total of $365 dollars to this year’s BAA campaign, either in 
one lump sum or using any of the payment options listed on the BAA envelope.  For the majority of us, $1 a day is quite 
achievable; others can afford to give much more. But I ask that all of us give to the BAA as no gift is too small recognizing, 
too, that we are helping persons in our own pews and those throughout the Diocese; the BAA overage of $50,000 will 
improve access to the Cathedral for persons with disabilities.

I want to thank everyone who has already supported this important cause.  It is a concrete way – a manifestation of 
Christ’s core teaching of loving one another  – to help love and serve those assisted through the BAA, i.e. loving and 
serving the Lord and one another as members of the one body of Christ.

Please use the pledge envelope included with this letter and place it in the offertory basket or return it to the parish 
office. You can also make your one-time or recurring BAA gifts using our secure online giving option 
through our parish web page: www.saintjosephcathedral.org. Once you arrive at the web page and create your 
secure online giving account, go to “Give a New Gift” and scroll down to alphabetical listing until you reach “Bishop’s 
Annual Appeal.”

Congratulations on the planned baptism of your child! Saint Joseph Cathedral welcomes her families to celebrate 
with great faith and joy the baptism of their children and are pleased to be the Church where this first Sacrament 
will be celebrated.

Selecting a godparent or sponsor: The duties of godparents are more than ceremonial. The principal 
responsibility of a godparent is to give witness to the Catholic faith by his or her words and actions, thus parents 
need to find practicing Catholics to faithfully serve in the role as godparents.  
 

Sacrament of Reconciliation 
Why should we confess our sins? The Sacrament of Reconciliation is a sacrament of healing and a sacrament of 
conversion, returning us to the Father after our sin. We are to confess serious sins at least once a year; those aware 
of committing a mortal sin must receive the Sacrament of Reconciliation before receiving Holy Communion.

God proclaims at the end of our Second Reading from the Book of Revelation, “Behold, I make all things 
new.” That is a good thing to remember on this Fifth Sunday of Easter. In the opening verse of this reading 
from Holy Scripture, John also says, “I…saw a new heaven and a new earth.” Easter reveals this newness 
to us, and we must always keep it in mind. The Greek word used for what is translated as “new” is kaine. 
As is normally the case, that particular Greek word has multiple meanings, one of which is “fresh.” We are 
not speaking of a heaven and earth which did not exist before, but of a heaven and earth which are fresh 
in their newness. This is not just a “new” perspective, but a better one. If we strive to live out our lives as 
disciples of Christ, if we make a complete effort to be His disciples, we inherit this new heaven. In it, as 
also indicated in our Second Reading, God expresses His desire to be in close fellowship with us, and we 
in turn must desire to be His people. Being God’s disciple should be the whole purpose of our lives. That 
is not easily achieved, nor is it without obstacles and hurdles for us, but it is what our purpose should be.
